Columbus teen
clogs his way
to top

When Chris Ginn laces
up his dancing shoes and
starts clicking his heels
and tapping his toes to
music, his rhythmic foot-
falls wander to other
places in time.

He’s ventured ‘‘Over
the Waterfall,”” and
become an ‘‘Arkansas
Traveler.”” He’s tripped
up ‘““Rocky Top,”” and
gone ’round with “‘Old
Joe Clark’’ and down yonder with ‘‘Cotton-eyed Joe.”’

At 15, Ginn is a national champion old-time clogger. His spry
steps conjure up the rhythms of Appalachia from a century ago.

“‘[The dancing] gives me a sense of linking to the past — to
show people what it was like back then,”” he said. “If I could,
I’d like to go back and see what it might’ve been like for a few
months. To plant the fields or go off to a battle.”

Ginn started clogging seven years ago with the Driftwood
Valley Cloggers, a modern clogging group from Columbus.
He’s only been studying the more traditional old-time clogging
for two years. But in those two years, he’s won high acclaim.

Twice he’s been the junior national champion old-time clog-
ger and once the champion buck dancer in competitions in Mur-
freesboro, Tenn. He’s won clogging championships in Ohio,
jig dancing competitions in Kentucky and flat-foot dance cham-
pionships in Tennessee.

Because of his success, he’s been invited to perform at several
prestigious gatherings of old-time dancers and musicians in
Tennessee and Arkansas where he’s rubbed elbows with the
likes of Ramona and Alisa Jones, and John Hartford.

Upcoming performances will include an ‘‘Appalachian
Weekend’’ in Ohio later this month, and the Lincoln Jamboree
in Hodgenville, Ky., Feb. 6.

In addition to his solo performances, the rural Columbus
teenager, whose parents are members of Bartholomew Coun-
ty REMC, performs regularly with the Driftwood Valley Clog-
gers. The group performs regularly at places like the Children’s
Museum in Indianapolis, the state fair and state parks, at
private parties, and for senior citizen groups.

Ginn also performs solo shows for groups by incorporating
his dancing along with demonstrations of old-time folk in-
struments — the spoons, jaw harp, bones — that he has also
picked up in the past two years.

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With the old jigs and
reels he clacks out with
his shoes, or taps out on
the rhythm instruments,
he steps along paths not
well-traveled these days,
especially by folk his age.
While classmates come
home from school to
rock and roll on digital
technology, Ginn may venture to his basement to work on his
steps.

‘I think it’s interesting I can make all these sounds with my
feet,”” he said.

‘Sort of like breathing’

The sound of taps on the shoes first captured the attention
of Ginn when he was only 7 years old. His mom, Patty Neafus,
was looking for something she and her only child could do
together shortly after the two moved to Columbus. ‘‘He had
alot of energy and I didn’t know where to channel it to,”’ she
said.

They signed up for lessons. Ginn lost interest at first, she
recalled. But like mothers do, Neafus told him they had to at
least finish the lessons since they were paid for. By the time the
lessons ended, both Neafus and Ginn enjoyed the dancing. Both
joined the Driftwood Valley Cloggers.

In Memorium

It is with great sadness and pain that I tell of the loss of one of my
dancers. Sarah Ranae Hassani had danced with me for four years and
participated in all the local competitions. She danced with my Specal
Edition Team.

Out of habit at the beginning of all my classes, I usually yell out “Who’s
missing?”” and every week I silently tell myself that Sarah isn’t here
anymore.

Sarah and her family were involved in a tragic accident during the early
morning hours on November 14, 1992. Sarah, accompanied by her
mother, two sisters and friends attended a Christian Children’s Con-
cert in Joplin, Missouri earlier that evening and stopped in Springfield
to pick up clothes before heading to Lebanon to a family member’s
house. It was on that one-hour drive to Lebanon from Springfield, on
the east-bound lane of Interstate 44 that a man driving under the in-
fluence of alcohol struck the Hassani pickup truck head-on. Sarah’s
mother, Diana, was several car lengths behind a semi when the semi
turned on its emergency flashers, swerved and suddenly moved out
of her line of vision. Headlights were coming straight toward her within
seconds. The first point of impact was the front passenger side of her
truck, which spun upon impact to be hit again by another vehicle. Even

being properly buckled up didn’t save Sarah. Sarah Ranae Hassani

The paramedic attending to the drunk driver at the scene reported that after telling the drunk driver that a little girl had died
in the accident, asked if he knew what had happened. The drunk driver only commented that “life goes on.”” Diana received
a broken sternum, broken collar bone, broken right foot, and severely fractured and dislocated her left wrist. Rachel, age four,
received a broken right arm and pelvic injury. Hannah, age four months, received a skull fracture and brain hemorrhage. Sarah’s
father, Gary, was not involved in the accident.

Sarah was a very active eight-year-old. She was a second grade student enrolled at the Covenant Academy in Springfield, Mo.
Not only an active clogger, she played on the Show-Me Pickup Covers Basketball Team, was a member of the SMSU Piano
Preparatory Laboratory, an avid swimmer at the YMCA, and an active Ozark Mountain Gymnast.

She is survived by a large, loving, Christian family spread out from Springfield, Eldridge, Buffalo, Richland and the Lebanon
areas. The church where Sarah attended, the Hopedale Baptist Church, has distributed Friends Against Drunk Drivers ribbons
to all my students.

Approximately 50% of drivers in fatal crashes are intoxicated, having a blood alcohol content level indicating they are incapable
of driving safely. Drunk drivers killed nearly five times as many people in the past ten years, and more than 11 million families
have had a family member killed or seriously injured by a drunk driver.

I do not want Sarah to be forgotten. I want her memory to live on. In a small way, we can do something to keep this from happen-
ing to another child or loved one. As clogging instructors and directors we can volunteer to do exhibitions for local chapters of
MADD (Mothers Against Drunk Drivers), FADD (Friends Against Drunk Drivers), or your state Department of Public Safety.
You can contact your state Highway Patrol for listings of groups in your area that promote educational programs against drunk
drivers. Make a monetary contribution to one of the educational programs.

Carolyn Kell, instructor for both the class and the Driftwood
Valley Cloggers, said she saw Ginn had a lot of natural abili-
ty. But she said it took more than that and her instructions for
him to reach where he is today. ‘‘Chris has worked very hard
to attain the style that he has. He’s gone far beyond what I have
taught him.”’

Two years ago, Ginn saw a documentary Kell had on authen-
tic old-time clogging. The dance was different from anything
he did with the group.

Modern cloggers dance with choreographed precision, all do-
ing the same step. Kell said modern clogging is out of the same
barn as square dancing.

Modern clogging, Kell said, is evolving away from its roots,
as jazz, tap and even acrobatics get inserted more into the
routines. Both the steps and the costumes are becoming glitzier.

Old-time clogging is more spontaneous, individual, and
restrained. Old-time cloggers move just their feet and legs,
keeping their upper bodies relaxed — akin to the original Irish
and English cloggers. Ginn said the feet don’t leave the floor
by much, because each beat of the music must have a step.

Rare is the clogger who can do both styles well, Kell said. ‘“He
can switch back and forth in a beat of the music,’’ she said
of Ginn.

Dancing has become a reflex for Ginn. ‘‘It’s natural. . . sort
of like breathing,’” he said.

“] don’t think I go an hour a day without dancing some
type.”’

He said he dances in the grocery store aisles, or waiting in
lines to pass the time. ‘‘Some people when they get bored have
a habit of whistling a little tune. I just like to dance a little tune.
I diddle with my feet. When I have my tennis shoes on, nobody
really notices.”’

But when he laces up a pair of tap shoes at a performance,
folks do take notice. Especially, Ginn said, when he does se-
quences of steps that he’s created himself. That’s when au-
diences that know clogging usually react the most.

Ginn said he knows hundreds of steps, about half that he uses
in his routines are his own.

One step he calls the ‘“Wheely,”” when he spins both legs
behind him. Another is the *“‘Snaky,”” which his mom said is
his best step. He sort of shakes his legs without missing a beat.

=

Ginn shows the grandson of traditional folk musician John Hartford
how to play spoons at the Tennessee Fall Homecoming at the Museum
of Appalachia in Norris in October.

““The first time I ever saw him do it, I told him his legs looked
like two snakes bobbing up and down,’’ she said.

Ginn also choreographs his own solo dances. He takes the
music, separates it into parts and then matches the beats with
steps. One of his most popular is a routine he choreographed
for a Civil War song called ‘‘Soldier’s Joy.”’” He performs it
wearing a Civil War-style uniform. Continued on Page 24

Ginn said he loves performing for people. ‘‘It gives you a
sense of accomplishment when you’re done with a show.”’

‘Weird things to play’

Over the past two years, Ginn has worked with Jacky Chris-
tian, director of the Old Time Music and Dance Foundation
of Tennessee. She’s been passing on her knowledge of tradi-
tional dancing styles to preserve them for the future. She’s also
encouraged Ginn to learn the old-time instruments. He prac-
tices on them while watching TV or when he’s out with his bud-
dies. If he hears a catchy tune, he said he’ll pull out his jaw harp
and play.

From a small back pack, he pulls out a variety of different
jaw harps of varying sizes and keys to show. Each has its own
history. And then there are the spoons, wooden and metal,
bones and pennywhistles.

““I didn’t know there were this many weird things to play,”’
Ginn said, ‘‘until I happened upon them when I was dancing.”’

As with dancing, the traditions behind the instruments’

piqued his imagination. ‘‘If I didn’t think of it in the way that
these are old instruments that not many people play, I probably
would have lost interest a long time ago.”’

While their dancing
group, The Driftwood
Valley Cloggers, takes
a break, Chris Ginn
and Don Spalding jam
on their Jaw Harps.
The Cloggers were per-
forming at the Indi-
anapolis Children’s
Museum one Saturday
afternoon last month.

‘Help other people play’

The future is too far off, he said, to make definite plans. He’s
thinking about the Navy, and he’s thinking about firefighting.
In the meantime, he’ll continued learning the steps of tradition.
There are thousands to learn. ‘“You never master anything. You
just get good at it. But I try.”

And if the traditional music and dance don’t become his
livelihood, he said they almost certainly will remain a part of
his life.

““I figure I oughta try to help other people play,’’ he said,
noting it would be a shame if the traditions died out. And for
his own entertainment, he added, ‘‘I’m always going to go
home and play things to commercials.’’

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An old idea has gotten a new twist

lately. Some of clogging’s most
respected teachers have joined together
to formulate a program of training for
clogging instructors called T.A.P. - the
Teacher Accreditation Program.

The purpose of T.A.P. is to give
instructors the opportunity to share
together and learn from expert teachers
in comprehensive training seminars held
in conjunction with selected area
workshops.

Tandy Barrett of Georgia, Jeff Driggs
of West Virginia, Steve Smith of Ken-
tucky and Jean Stephenson of South
Carolina are coordinating the program,
which has been offering accreditations
for over a year now.

The idea of teacher training is nothing
new. Several state associations have
offered certifications for years and
Anna Breeding, of Wise, VA, has a very
successful teacher certification in con-
junction with the yearly Clog Campus
at Clinch Valley College. Jeff Driggs
coordinated the first free teacher train-
ing for C.L.O.G. back in 1986 and
Camp Clog in Ripley, WV sponsors its
own yearly teacher’s training.

There is no
application to fill out or membership
fees. As long as the training seminars are
done in conjunction with a workshop,
there will be no additional fee to attend
a T.A.P. Seminar. Anyone who attends
a T.A.P. Seminar will receive a cer-
tificate of Accreditation to show their

efforts to better themselves as an
instructor.

It is the feeling of those involved in
the program that certifications, diplo-
mas, and initials to tag on business cards
alone do not draw students on the local
level — good sound teaching skills do.

Clogging is such a diverse dance, with
no one ‘tried and true’ formula for suc-
cess. T.A.P. offers the best ideas and
material from instructors throughout
the clogging world.

The recent T.A.P. seminar held in I1-
linois was attended by 40 instructors
from throughout the Midwest, who met
to share ideas and learn from the T.A.P.
staff, plus instructors Charlie Burns and
Naomi Fleetwood.

The Double Toe Times has graciously
offered to assist T.A.P. in this educa-
tional venture by devoting space for arti-
cles relating to teaching topics. T.A.P.
encourages teachers to write with topic
ideas or items for inclusion in the
manual.
