1 became a complete addict,
sleeping on their hotel floor for four days
as I lapped up any exposure I could, to
this exciting revelation from the states.
Having been involved in folk dance all
my life I had never seen anything like the
energy and life that was transmitted in
the dance and was so challenged by the
thumping rhythmic steps after years of
docile English Country Dancing.

The Carolina Cloggers have never left
my heart, I scoured the first issue of The
Double Toe Times that I received to see
if they continue to dance — it seems sadly
not — and years later their inspiration
has led me to form my own group here
in England with a good friend — Julie.

Many teams here in England concen-
trate on the precision stepping that seems
to have taken over in ‘the old country’
and we wanted very much to work from
the square dance moves that are so in-
tricate and communicative. There is a
danger over here of the dancing becom-
ing very insular and losing its excitement
by not giving the audience a good time
as well as enjoying the dancing. Not with

Applejacks! We have been together now
for two years and have now branched out
into all styles, we still square dance with
vigour but have added precision and line
dancing to our repertoire. We have been
lucky to link up with Special Edition
from Georgia who send us dances on
video and this has added a special dimen-
sion to our team.

One thing though guys, every month
there is such exciting, tantalising dances
published in your pages — but we cannot

translate! Just what is a Utah Run, a
Clogover Vine and a Broken Glass? Can
anyone help me — all I want to do is
dance and it is killing me to see all this
on a page and not be able to put my feet
into action.

Applejacks welcomes any contact with
teams in the United States and we would
be more than glad to hear from any
teams or dancers who would like to take
advantage of us, meanwhile, on both
sides of the Atlantic, Keep Klogging!

Imagine if you will a bright, sunny day at a fair or festival
at which your team has performed. Everyone on the team
is in good spirits as the performance was flawless. With
another show to begin in a couple of hours, team members
break up to enjoy the rides, do the food, maybe play some
games until it’s time to form up again.

At the appointed time, one teammate has failed to show
up. Everyone saw her (or him) somewhere on the grounds,
but not recently. Someone is sent to the security office to
see what can be done to locate the missing dancer. Imagine
the shock when the team learns that their teammate was
abducted and seriously injured (or worse) between shows.

The reality of life in our society is that the above inci-
dent is all too possible. Our daily tribunes and media
reports cite similar cases on a regular basis. But there are
things that can be done to reduce the possibility of becom-
ing a victim to such crime. One is learning to defend
yourself.

On June 27th members of the Hickory Flat Express of
Westbrook, Maine, participated in a self-defense workshop
in Portland, Maine. The guest instructor, Jeffrey Lane,
is Sensei of the Keichu-Do Karate School in Sanford,
Maine. Keichu-Do is a martial art form which stresses
methods of foiling an attack by disabling a perpetrator long
enough for the victim to gain his or her release. Although
the maneuvers can seriously injure, Keichu-Do stresses
flight as the ultimate protection for the victim; the blows
and application of force simply provide the element of sur-
prise which an attacker does not expect. In that moment
of quick response comes the opportunity to break free of
the attacker’s grip and the chance to run for help.

As with most martial arts, success in the execution of
a maneuver is not dependent on the size of the individual.
This workshop showed that even the youngest members
of the team, with concerted effort, could administer an
effective blow to the largest attacker. (It also showed that
young ladies absolutely relish inflicting pain on older and
larger folk, when the opportunity arises!) Jeff pointed out
that things we normally carry with us, such as keys or
combs, can become devastating weapons in foiling an
attacker.

Members of the Express hope nothing dreadful befalls
any of our clogging friends. The group offers the follow-
ing suggestions in protecting dancers from harm:

Many teachers and directors have shared with me their
concerns and frustrations in regards to keeping the books
on a team or club. As with most groups, all profit from the
hard work of a few — especially when it comes to fund-
raising. One team member’s candy bar sales might pay for
outfits for the whole team! Feelings get hurt and mumbl-
ing commences when team members who seldom make it to
exhibitions share in the benefits of what little paid shows we
do. In this article, I’ll share with you a method I’ve used in
many of the groups I’ve worked with, and have seen used
with great success by many teachers and directors. The
system works on an account basis and requires that the club
or group have a member assigned to keeping the books and
reporting to the club on a regular basis. Here’s how it works.

1. The team keeps one bank account (as most groups do),
but on paper each member has an account which details the
amount of monies assigned to that dancer.

2. If a club or team asks for dues, each dancer’s account
is credited that amount each month. Dues monies are mainly
for the purchase and upkeep of team equipment and
supplies.

3. When the club has a paid exhibition, only those dancers
who participate share the income in their accounts. Those
who do not attend (for whatever reason) are not credited.

KEEPING THE BOOKS

4. Fund-raising monies (like candy sales, etc.) are credited
to the individual dancer. If you don’t sell anything, you’re
credited nothing.

5. Sponsorship and grant monies are equally credited
among all dancers.

6. If a vote is passed by the members to purchase new
equipment, the cost of the equipment will draw equally from
each dancer’s account.

7. Costumes, competition entry fees, workshops fees, etc.
are deducted from each person’s individual account and paid
for with one team check. If your account is not sufficient
to cover your cost, you must reimburse the club that amount.

8. If a dancer quits or is released from the club or team,
they are given payment for any share of monies earned
through exhibitions or fund-raising on their part. All sponsor
monies and grants remain property of the group and the leav-
ing dancer’s share is equally divided among the remaining
members. Also, monies spent on team equipment and sup-
plies are not reimbursible. If the team or club folds com-
pletely, the director may choose to purchase the equipment
from the members and the money divided equally.

Shown below is a sample of what a team’s accounting may
look like for a given month. I hope this gives you some food
for thought.

1. If possible, schedule multiple shows with
perhaps no more than sixty minutes in between.

2. Never walk alone. The Express requires all
dancers to stay in groups of no less than three.
Depending on the age of the dancers, an adult
chaperone may be required.

3. Carpooling reduces the likelihood of a
dancer being alone in unfamiliar territory.

4. Always be aware of your surroundings.
Make a mental note of anything at hand which
might serve as a weapon should you need one.
Seemingly harmless things like keys, pencils and
aerosol cans can be effectively used in saving
your life.

5. Never enter an area which does not have
a second means of exit. If you must, then post

a guardian at the exit to monitor your
activities.

6. Dancers, especially younger ones, should
report back to their instructors or other ap-
pointed adults at fifteen minute intervals or
after each activity. Further, they should let
the adults know where they are headed next.

7. Instructors should not tolerate any viola-
tions of the above. The one time you overlook
a violation might be the one time an attacker
succeeds.

8. Encourage your dancers to approach
security personnel or their parents and in-
structors any time they see something
suspicious or have witnessed a potentially
dangerous encounter to themselves or unto
another.

9. Dancers should be discouraged from

talking to strangers.

10. Remember, an attacker means to harm
you. Do not be docile in fighting back; your very
life may be in the balance.

Editor’s Addendum: The local papers (here
in Orlando), with increasing frequency, have
made much of muggings, robbery, rape and
even murder of tourists in our resort hotels.
Many of our conventions and workshops are
held in hotels and convention centers in
downtown areas of cities which, with the ad-
vent of suburban malls, have become run down,
high-crime locations. It is startling to see
homeless sleeping in doorways adjacent to your
hotel! Don’s article is very timely!
