Head of the Class

t’s that time of year again. Time for new classes to begin. Time to

break out the practice record and the beginner handouts.  Time to

brush up on your clogging history lesson. Time to polish your shoes.
And, maybe, it’s time to evaluate your teaching program.

What goals did you set for yourself when you first set out to (or found
yourself thrust into) teaching classes? How far have you come in meeting
those goals, and what investments have you made in yourself to make your
classes fun, informative and effective?

Clogging is a lively, fun and addictive dance. Idon’t have to tell you that.
And while each individual teacher has their own style of teaching, this dance
we love transcends that with a personality and vitality all its own. Clog-
ging is it’s own best marketing tool. Most of us found a class because we
saw cloggers and said “I want to do that!”  Keeping the focus on the dance
and the music and providing a good solid teaching base is a great start for a
healthy and prosperous hobby as a clog teacher.

Of course, being on top of the teaching game means having the right tools.
Investing in a good book about the history of clogging will not only equip
you to answer your student’s questions, but will inspire and motivate you
greatly. Many have taught clogging for years and know very little about
this dance except what they may have heard briefly at a seminar or as part of
the foreword of a book or syllabus. Even the seasoned teacher will get a lift
from doing a little research into our heritage-rich dance.

Learn some new tricks. Attend a seminar. Share ideas with your fellow
instructors, and brainstorm on ways to get your students motivated and cap-
tivated. Choreograph a super-easy, new fun dance to a great piece of music
that moves you. Even if you don’t feel that choreography is your strength,
putting together some very basic steps to a popular song will make both you
and your students feel renewed and like you are a part of something fresh
and exciting. Make some posters (or get your kids and grandkids to) that
encourage your students to “Go for it” or “”’Feel the beat, move your feet!”

Most of all, make it fun and social. We don’t have to clog the whole hour,
do we? Start the class with an easy, fun circle up that gives you a chance to
say a few friendly words to the group. Do an easy non-clogging mixer or
play-party game that gives people a chance to touch, mingle and break the
ice before the dancing and teaching starts. You’ll find the dancers more
receptive and the environment more conducive to learning.

Make the most of this new class session.  Enjoy the helpful articles
featured in the Double Toe Times. Take some time to evaluate your teach-
ing program and invest some time in yourself and your teaching methods.
It will pay off with less burnout, more enthusiasm and better classes!

If we need extra or special
help, Dee holds a 30 minute session be-
fore the regular class.

The head gents turn their partners
into position by holding the ladies’
left hands in their left hands and plac-
ing the right hand in the small of the
ladies’ backs, they turn to the left or
counter-clockwise (CCW).
