studying with Hollywood’s finest like Cyd Cherise
and Matt Maddox.

Francisco’s dance training was interrupted in 1953
with a draft call from Uncle Sam. Thinking his dance

career was over, Francisco found it was just beginning.

His tour of duty took him to the U.S.O. Occupation
Forces in Augsburg, Germany. This allowed Fran-
cisco to continue his performing and to study with
Germany’s foremost modern and folk dancer,
Lieselotte Subklew, a prote’ge’ of Mary Wigman. In
fact, Francisco was honored for his volunteer dancing
in Europe by becoming the only American awarded a
medal by the city of Augsburg at prestigious 1954
Fasching Festival.

After returning home to Tulsain 1955, Fransisco
again auditioned with the growing, by now renowned
Tulsa Opera. He landed the part of the lead male
dancerin Aida. Francisco also began dancing with
the Tulsa Civic Ballet, (currently known as the Tulsa
Ballet Theatre) performing in the company’s premiere
performances of Coppelia and The Nutcracker.
Francisco danced with the Tulsa Little Theatre at the
Old Delaware Street Playhouse in such musicals as
The Boyfriend and Pajama Game.

Because dancing could not sustain Francisco finan-
cially, in 1955 he went to work for American Airlines.
In 1961, the airlines moved to New York City, and
Francisco moved as well.

Ironically it was in New York that Francisco
realized his love of country clogging and hoedown
while studying at the International Society of
Folkdance. He also became aware of his special
gift as a character dancer.

After 18 years in New York, Francisco returned
to Tulsa and eventually retired from American Airlines

in 1988. His love of American folk and country dance led
Francisco to establish the OK Country Folk Dance
Company, which he continues to lead today. His group
of cloggers has performed for the Tulsa Ballet Theatre,
the Tulsa Opera, and in the Follies Review.

Francisco has dedicated over four decades of his life
to the performing arts in over 175 volunteer perfor-
mances. Currently as the owner of the OK Country
Donut Shoppe at 81st and Yale, Francisco continues
his service to the community when each year he pre-
pares for what may be his most important and delightful
“character” role ever. He spends months growing a full,
snowy-white beard. Then in December when children
enter his enchanting world of pastries, twinkling lights,
and Christmas cookie jars, this jolly, “dancing,” Santa
peers over his spectacles into the hearts of every boy
and girl to convey the magic that only a real Santa can.

Dance Show.

This exciting clogging and square
dance group have been performing
and spreading the good news of
clogging since the 1980’s. Under
the skillful direction of Jarka and
Jiri Vaskovi, the group has 26
members ranging in age from 16 to
29. Their twice weekly practices
draw a crowd of more than 150
regular spectators. In addition to
their shows at Western City,
Caramella performs for dance balls,
firm parties, conventions, art
openings, rodeos and country
concerts.

Each June, Caramella hosts the
“Medley’s Clogging and Country
Dance Festival” in Western City, in
the Czech highland.

To follow is the last selection from
our series of old time square dance
calls by Fenton “Jonesy” Jones.
These calls are found on a 78 rpm
collection of records by the
MacGregor label that includes hand-
typed sheets of the calls for each
dance.

The calls from this dance are noted
exactly as called by “Jonesy”, and
carry a western flavor in their deliv-
ery and patter.

Remember that the words printed
in ALL CAPS are the calls and pat-
ter that the caller says when cueing
the figure. The words following the
call (in upper and lower case letters)
1s a description of the dancer’s move-
ment.
