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Teaching Hollywood to Dance

Fairfield, Kentucky resident contributes
dancing skills to ‘Coyote Ugly’

The challenge: to choreograph a dance routine for
five women on a space 15 feet long and two and a half
feet wide while they wear boots.

The solution: Stephen Harbin.

Harbin, who lives in Fairfield, Kentucky, was pre-
sented the challenge last October when he was ap-
proached by a production assistant about helping to
choreograph one of the dance routines in the recently
released movie, “Coyote Ugly.”

Harbin, who works third shift in the maintenance
department of the Ford Motor Company, said he got a
call from the production company in California after he
got off work one morning in October.

The company wanted to know if Harbin could fly
down and help them with a routine.

“I was ecstatic,” Harbin said. “I almost screamed.”

Harbin’s answer to the production company was, of
course, “Yes.”

The company wanted Harbin to help the choreogra-
pher add some clogging styles to one of the routines.

“They wanted the look and moves without the
clogging sound,” Harbin said. “They wanted to do it
without the sound because they wanted to wear cow-
boy boots.”

Harbin, 27, has been clogging since he was 15. He’s
been teaching for several years and choreographing
routines for about four or five years.

He teaches a class in Bardstown every week. But his

specialty is breaking down those routines and teaching
them to other instructors.
The hardest part of breaking down the routines is
counting them out to the beats of music, Harbin said.
But it’s a challenge he enjoys.
Harbin and the group he’s taught for the past seven

Once a week, Beverly Grenda
drives just a few blocks from home
and enters a world few people can
imagine.

It’s almost a past life - one that
includes scratchy 45 rpm records
and a dance form that originated in
the Southern Appalachian moun-
tains.

Grenda is a member of the Lone
Star Cloggers, a West Texas dance
group that formed about three years
ago to promote clogging in San
Angelo. Taught locally by Cindy
Bybee, clogging is steeped in
history and rich in color.

“And it’s a lot of fun,” Grenda
said.

According to the Texas Clogging
Council, the clog dance form
arrived in Texas in 1973, when
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Gloria and Wade Driver introduced
clogging to people in Houston.
San Angelo’s Lone Star Cloggers
began in 1997. The group is open
to men as well as women, and
participants do not have to bring a
partner.

Clogging has strong ties to the
“step dance” of the British Isles,
but it has also been influenced by
the traditional dance of Native
Americans and the “buck and wing”
dance of African-Americans. Even
Russian gypsies have added their
influence to the clog dance.

Clogging is similar to tap danc-
ing, Grenda said, except that its
shoes have double taps instead of
single taps and the dance is done
from the knees down in with the
downbeat, usually with the heel
keeping rhythm.

It looks much like the Irish step
dance seen in Michael Flatley’s
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Cloggers

“Riverdance,” Bybee said.

“But ours is a variation of what
he does,” Grenda said. “Clogging
is (American) specifically.”

Bybee began clogging nine years
ago under the instruction of Denver
City’s Helen Cassidy. Bybee had
been a member of the drill team in
high school but had never done
anything like tap dancing or clog-
ging before.

But when she saw Cassidy and a
group perform in Midland, Bybee
knew she had to learn to clog.

Grenda said she loved to watch
clogging years before she ever tried
1t.

“I tried to get my husband to do it
because it is so much fun to
watch,” Grenda said, who also
square dances.
