Walk Away A Winner

he clogging competition circuit has become a major series of events lately,
T with national organizations hosting hundreds of dancers and thousands of
spectators at their respective events.

The recently held C.C.A. Championships in Knoxville, Tennessee was no
exception.  As an emcee for the event, I was granted a unique perspective
that gave me the chance to see the competitors as they prepared for com-
petition and in performance, and to see the reaction of the audience to their
routines and dancing.

What surprised me most is the lack of cloggers in the audience. The
crowd consisted almost exclusively of the competitor’s family and friends
and the general public. The familiar faces I know from the workshop
circuit were nowhere to be seen as the nation’s top clogging teams danced
for national titles in both traditional and nontraditional categories.

As clogging has developed as a percussive dance throughout the last few
decades, the chasm has widened between workshop dancers and competi-
tion dancers. Very few high level workshop dancers feel there is anything
for them to learn at workshops, and workshop dancers often do not see the
appeal of dancing for prizes and recognition.

We can learn a great deal from each other. There is so much more to
workshops than just the masterclasses. As a one-time competitor myself, I
can tell you that the best lessons in steps sharing are those times shared
with other cloggers away from the competition environment. And work-
shop dancers can enjoy the entertainment offered by the variety of catego-
ries danced at a competition, plus see the newest steps and movements
incorporated in the latest choreography.

Don’t forget the social aspect of clogging that workshops offer both at
the evening fun dance and at the impromptu gatherings at the hotel lobby
or restaurant that surely follow every clogging event!

Whether you are a workshop dancer or a competitive clogger, we can all
walk away winners by spending time with fellow dancers in a spirit of fun
and friendship.

They even heard the games with all the sound
of the cloggers.

The first hour and a half saw one song after another
cued by Bob Warner at the front of the main room. The
sound of 71 cloggers on a solid wood floor shook the
rafters that day.
