Cloggers around the world are mourning
the loss of this dance pioneer, director and
friend, who died in an accident on March
27, 2003.

Johnson couldn’t have known the legacy
he’d create when he and wife Myrtle
started taking clogging lessons in 1975.
Two years later, Johnson’s fleding Flatland
Cloggers, children ranging from 5 to 17,
won the world championship.

Daughters Harmon and Andrea Smith
clogged on the team, dressed in sparkly
outfits and shoes with taps. Their father
taught them to move their feet like cake
mixers and to smile, smile, smile. Under
Johnson, the Flatland Cloggers became a
dream team winning more than 150 grand
championships. At its heyday in the early
1990’s, the group had more than 75
members, from children to adults.

“I’m 74 years old and during my life time. there have
only been a very few people that have influenced the
things you do in life. Bob Johnson was one of these
people and for that I’'m truly thankful.

He was the first person to ask me to teach a dance
workshop, he was the first to ask me to take an office in
the ACHF and was instrumental in getting me elected and
he was the first person to ask me to call a square dance at
the Stompin’ Ground.

I remember once when my granddaughter was only 6
years old, we were at Fontana for a workshop and Bob
asked her to square dance, it really thrilled her. She’s 26
now and she still talks about that. After the dance she
came over and sat beside me, looked up at me and said,
“Pa Paw, we’re making memories.” I said we sure are
honey.

Bob Johnson left me with a lot of great memories and I
will surely miss him. Not only for the impact he had on
me as a dancer, teacher and caller but also because he was
a great human being.”

“For quite some time, I have been talking with cloggers
and trying to put together a fitting tribute to someone who
influenced me so much as a teacher and inspired me so
much as a man.

Even in the numbers that he
did not dance in, Bob stood at the side of the stage by the
band or in the wings and you couldn’t help but watch him as
much as you watched the dancers. With his foot tapping and
his head nodding approval, Bob’s mere presence echoed his
approval and his shere joy in seeing the children dance.

Bobbie Adams of Florida once hosted a traditional workshop
and I had the pleasure of spending time with her and Bob and
Myrtle Johnson in Bobbie’s home. One evening Bobbie
brought out her collection of Limber Jacks (I call them stomper
dolls) and Bob and I and Bobbie’s guests spent some time
trying out the different dolls to hear the sounds and see which
ones had the most action. After a while everyone headed
back into the kitchen for more refreshments and chatting, but
Bob and I stayed a while and played with the clogging dolls.
What a wonderful memory to spend that time with someone
who means so much doing what you love to do.”
