FRONT AND CENTER

It’s a Mad, Mad World

-~

I recently attended a conference as part of my work as Marketing and

Communications Administrator with a University Medical School. Yes,
Virginia, I do have a “real” job. (ha-ha) As part of the program, a member of
a very prestigious American political family who makes documentary films
showed a recent project of hers on Appalachia. My colleagues -- all members
of higher education or the medical community -- were there to screen this
important work documenting the lives of a family from a hollow in the moun-
tains and have a Q & A with the filmmaker.

I was struck by the giggles that ran through the crowd when the documentary’s
subjects used slang or expressed a penchant for activities considered by most to
be “hillbilly.” I guess with shows like Jerry Springer that make entertainment
out of the most rural elements, it figures. I admit, it becomes such a caricature
sometimes you have to laugh.

What affected me the most was the reaction of this audience when the film
featured its subjects dancing. In a film that dwelt on the trials and ethics of
these people, it was one of the only scenes where you could see real joy. The
audience laughed. I think it might be a typical reaction within the context, but
I expected more from a group of well-educated people who are in the business
of providing care. Still, I was not surprised.

We have so segmented and divided and labeled our society and the expecta-
tions we have at every level that the simple pleasures and the traditions that give
regionality and flavor to our culture have gone from points of celebration to
ridicule. As we enter the end of a particularly fervent political season, some
would even attempt to define us socially and culturally as red or blue.

Even within our own dance community, clogging has long felt a struggle to fit
in among dance forms that consider it not legitimate or not artistic. The chasm
between traditional drag-slide clogging and modem clogging has grown so wide
that is has become nearly impossible to describe the form.  Ask a young
dancer what clogging is and they will say “anything you can do with your feet.”
Some have changed the name of clogging to “power tap” and “American Step
Dance” and other names to reflect the changing look of the dance. Some say it
increases interest because calling it “clogging” is not good for marketing.

We are making progress. Within the last few years, clogging has had tremen-
dous public exposure and most everyone that sees a clogging group today will
appreciate its energy and audience appeal.

Our ties to that “hillbilly” dance are unmistakable. We are a product of a
truly American dance movement. Iam very proud of that. Maybe I need to
lighten up and giggle along with those who can’t understand how tapping your
feet in thythm can bring such joy. There’s a Proverb that says those who hear
not the music think the dancer’s mad.  Well, I still feel the joy every time I see
clogging in any of its forms. Call me crazy.

In
addition the grand champions won
Kentucky Horses on a trophy base and
the grand champion teams won $1,000
and $500 respectively. Each year, the
organizers also honor an area clogger for
their contributions to clogging. This
year, they honored Scott Dobson with
the Norvia Burns Award for Clogging
Excellence. Scott is well-known as a
clogging judge and instructor and was a
champion team dance with the legendary
Pride and Joy Cloggers of Indiana.

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Maryland Ensemble Theater
explores meaning of democracy
with a dash of... CLOGGING!

Frederick, MD - Staging “Democracy: A Work in
Progress” less than six weeks before the 2004 presiden-
tial election was not accidental.

It’s an appropriate time to ask “What is democracy?”
said Tad Janes, artistic director of Maryland Ensemble
Theatre.

The theater company had talked about producing a
topical work. Serendipitously, playwright and filmmaker
Don Thompson contacted MET to see if collaboration
might be possible.

The result is the play being presented through Saturday,
Oct. 23, in the 111-seat black box theater on the lower
level of the former Francis Scott Key Hotel in downtown
Frederick.

“Democracy” is a partnership, Janes said.

The work is a montage that looks at democracy - not
through partisan eyes - but through thoughts and words of
people and periods of world history.

Funny scenes provoke serious thought.

The Greek philosopher Socrates visits a present-day
coffee shop. “The Dancing Jeffersons” features the seven
cast members - dressed in colonial garb - in a combina-
tion minuet, Appalachian clog dance and break dance.

The wife of a man imprisoned for criticizing the gov-
ernment in the time of President John Adams makes a
case for his freedom. There’s a poignant monologue by a
Roman widow whose husband was killed fighting for
Caesar.

“There certainly are obstacles in everything that |
do,” Hartop said. “But | just have a passion that gets it
done.”

Every one of the five children in the Hartop family
found a passion at a young age and pursued it into
adulthood, said Gayle Hartop, Brigit's mother.

Hartop’s sister fell in love with classical music at a
young age and is now a violinist in the Grand Junc-
tion Symphony.

Hartop’s brother loved computers and is now a
computer programmer.

Exposing children to many different things allowed
them to find success in things they love, Gayle said.

“Brigit is the person that wakes up every morning
and literally says, ‘Isn’t this a great morning?’ “ Gayle
said.

Three students have signed up for Brigit’s class.
Brigit hopes more students will sign up so she can
have beginning, intermediate and advanced clogging
classes.
