TO THE READERS
The Great Teacher

This month’s Double Toe Times honors the memory of
clogging instructor Marge Callahan, who passed away
earlier this month at the age of 83. For nearly 30 years
Marge touched the lives of countless dancers and friends
with her spirit, determination and will to live life to the
fullest.

I remember the first time I ever saw Marge Callahan
teach clogging. Flanked on either side by dancers half her
age who responded to her every command, Marge led the
class through an hour long session that had more energy
and purpose than any class I had every seen. Her ease
on stage and sense of humor made all those around her
immediately comfortable. All ages attended her classes to
learn from this diminutive lady with the red suspenders and
the contagious smile.

One of the things about Marge that made a huge impact
on me as a young instructor who looked up to and studied
so many teachers in clogging was her ability to truly
“teach.” As Marge endured a long-fought battle for her
health, she often was too weak to dance and depended
on others to help her on stage. Ever the innovator, she
took cued clogging to another level by dubbing her cues
to her routines and using them at workshops during her
run-throughs. While the music played and her assistants
danced, Marge would often face the dancers and cross her
arms and grin from ear to ear, admiring her handiwork
like a proud parent. She would gesture and point like
a conductor and we responded to her every move with
exuberance. Marge is one of the few teachers I have ever
met who is able to instill in dancers a sense of performance
in a routine that stays with them long after the workshop.
It was a part of herself that she gave to her teaching that
was so real and natural that she could stand apart from it
and share the pure joy of clogging right along us.

American author and pastor William Arthur Ward said
“The mediocre teacher tells. The good teacher explains.
The superior teacher demonstrates. The great teacher
inspires.”

Marge Callahan could tell you a step, break it down and
explain it, demonstrate it or have it demonstrated, then
inspire us to dance it both for the fun of the dance and the
moment and as a gift in return and in honor of the person
who taught us.

I know that all of that may sound really weighty and
profound, but to all of those who knew Marge it’s a simple
truth that they all will surely testify to. ~ We honor you
Marge for all of the ways you have inspired us and will
continue to inspire us.

Clogging Council Hall of Fame award started
by the council in 1997. Marge was a fixture
at workshops throughout the United States
and traveled to Canada to teach. She

Marge followed in her sister Jody Kersey’s
footsteps to begin clogging.

One of Marge's favorite events each
year was the Pow Wow, held each April in
Merritt Island, Florida and hosted by the
Indiana River Cloggers. | had the privilege
of teaching with Marge there many times
and a highlight for me was seeing the public
person who could make the crowd roar with
her antics during the madcap “Instructor’s
Challenge” and then sharing a quiet moment
with her in the stands and just catch up on
life and happenings.
